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Epic Cycle (notes -wiki source)

The Trojan War cycle, also widely known as the Epic Cycle,
was a collection of eight Ancient Greek epic poems that related the
history of the Trojan War. The phrase “Epic Cycle” is sometimes
used of a longer cycle that included the Titanomachy, the Theban
Cycle( Oedipus, Thebais,Epigony) and the Trojan cycle (Cypria,
Iliad, Aethiopis, Little Iliad, Iliuperesis, Nostoi, Odyssey, Telegony)-
but is widely used to refer to just the Trojan cycle. All but two of the
epics are lost. They were written in dactylic hexameter verse.

Contents

• The eleven books of the Kypria recount the events leading up
to the Trojan War and the first nine years of the conflict,
especially the judgement of Paris.

• The Iliad accredited to Homer picks up after the Cypria and
focuses on Achilles and his rage against first king Agamemnon
and then the Trojan prince Hector. It ends with the death of Hector,
who is killed by Achilles in revenge for the death of his dear
friend Patroclus. 

• The five book Aethiopis is said to have been written by Arctinus
of Miletus. It covers the arrival of the Trojan allies Penthesilea
the Amazon and Memnon, their deaths at Achilles’ hands, and
Achilles’ own death. 

• The Little Iliad, believed to have been written by Lesches, cov-
ers the events after Achilles’ death including the building of
the Trojan Horse.

• The Iliupersis covers the sack of Troy by the Greeks. 

• The Nostoi (“returns”) covers the return home of the main Greek
force and the events contingent upon their arrival. The final sec-
tion was devoted especially to Agamemnon and Menelaus.

• The Odyssey, also accredited to Homer, covers the end
of Odysseus’ voyage home and his vengeance on his
wifePenelope’s suitors, who have devoured his property in his
absence. 

• The Telegony covers the life of Odysseus after his return home
and his death at the hands of an illegitimate son, Telegonus.

Only the Iliad and the Odyssey survive. The main source for

the contents of the lost epics are a complete summary known as the
Chrestomathy, possibly dating to the 5th century AD (attributed, in-
correctly, to the philosopher Proclus Diadochus). Many other frag-
ments and quotations also survive.

A longer Epic Cycle included the Titanomachy and the
Theban cycle, which in turn comprised the Oedipodea, the Thebaid,
the Epigoni and the Alcmeonis, as well as the Trojan War cycle.

Reception and influence

The non-Homeric epics in the cycle have always been re-
garded as later than the Iliad and Odyssey, though there is no reliable
evidence for this. In antiquity the Homeric epics were considered to
be the greatest works in the cycle. For Hellenistic scholars the au-
thors of the other poems were the neoteroi, “the later poets”, and
kyklikos (“cyclic”) was synonymous with “formulaic”: then, and in
much modern scholarship, there has been an equation between po-
etry that is later and poetry that is inferior.

In more recent times it has been argued that the fantastic and
magical content of the non-Homeric epics mark them as inferior (Grif-
fin 1977); but it must be remembered that the Iliad and especially the
Odyssey could sound just as fantastic if only brief summaries of them
survived. It is certain that the poets of the Iliad and Odyssey knew
the stories in the rest of the cycle and drew upon them extensively,
and it is likely that the Aethiopis in particular was of relatively high
quality. Overall it is impossible to tell how good the lost epics were;
though some parts, especially the end of the Telegony, sound frankly
bizarre in summary.

The tales told in the cycle are recounted by other ancient
sources, notably Virgil’s Aeneid (book 2) which recounts the sack of
Troy from a Trojan perspective; Ovid’s Metamorphoses (books 13-
14), which describes the Greeks’ landing at Troy (from the Cypria)
and the judgment of Achilles’ arms (Little Iliad); Quintus of Smyrna’s
Posthomerica, which narrates all the events after Achilles’ death up
until the end of the war; and the death of Agamemnon and the ven-
geance taken by his son Orestes (the Nostoi) are the subject of later
Greek tragedy, especially Aeschylus’s Oresteian trilogy.
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Theogony
(the birth of the Gods)

The ancient Greek mankind, trying to explain certain metaphysi-
cal phenomena and anxieties, invented amazing myths concerning the
Cosmogony (the creation of the World) and the Theogony (the birth of the
Gods). Thus, the ancient Greek people created their own splendid, yet hu-
man-like world of gods, justifying the various abstract significances like
Love, Birth or Death.

The origins of the gods of ancient Greek religion are described in
the Theogony, the famous poem of the Greek writer Hesiod (around 700
BC) and the Library of Apollodorus. The creation of the gods needs to be
divided into four parts:

1. The Coming into Existence of Chaos

First there was Chaos, a rough unordered mass of things, also
considered as a void. Chaos was followed byGaea (Earth) and Eros(Desire),
who came to cancel every logical thought or act. Gaea then
brought Uranus(the Heaven), Pontus (the Sea) and the Mountains to the
world.

2. The Castration of Uranus

Uranus’ task was to surround and cover Gaea with his starry coat,
however, it very soon came to a union between Uranus and Gaea and they
became the first divine couple in the world.

Gaea bore Uranus twelve Titans and furthermore three Cyclops,
Brontes, Steropes and heady Arges, and three Hecatonchires (Hundred-
Handed creatures).

Uranus was fearful of his children overthrowing him, so he pushed
his children back one by one into the womb of Gaea. His wife Gaea was in
deep grief and sorrow over the loss of her own children, so in the end she
handed a sickle to her sonCronus, the youngest of the Titans, in order to
castrate his father.

Cronus castrated his father while he was sleeping; the blood from
Uranus was collected by Mother Earth Gaea and she produced  Erinyes
(Furies), Giants and Melian nymphs. Cronus then threw his father’s genitals
into the sea, around which foams developed, that started in Kythera and
then slowly made their way to the island of Paphos. In Paphos, the foams
transformed into Aphrodite, the Olympian goddess of Love and Beauty.

3. Zeus’ Escape from the Threat of Cronus

Soon afterwards, Cronus rescues his brothers and sisters and
shares the World (Cosmos) with them. He then marries Rhea and together
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they created children who later on would become the Olympian gods. But
Cronus developed the same fear as his father so he started to swallow his
own children as well.

Rhea was highly discomforted so, on her attempt to save her young-
est child,Zeus, she deceived Cronus by giving a huge stone to swallow. To
protect her son afterwards, Rhea then sent Zeus to Crete.

4. The Victorious Battle of the Olympian Gods against
the Titans(Titanomachy)

Zeus grew up in Crete, fed by the goat Amaltheia and been taken
good care of by the Nymphs. When he reached manhood, as prophesied,
Zeus rescued his five elder brothers and sisters and then made war on his
father and the Titans, also known as “Titanomachy”. In this battle, Zeus
succeeded in overthrowing Cronus, casting him and the other titans into the
depths of the Underworld. A huge battle with the Giants followed, where the
Olympian Gods excelled and then time had come for the Olympian gods to
rule the world.

According to Greek mythology, the Titans were a race of primor-
dial, powerful deities that ruled during the legendary Golden Age. The Ti-
tans were created by Gaea, the goddess of the Earth and Uranus, the god
of the Heaven who embraced Gaea strongly with his starry mantle. Gaea
and Uranus became the first divine couple of the World.

The Titans were the first dwelling in Mount Olympus in Ancient
Greece, but were overthrown and expelled to the lower basement of Hades,
the Tartarus, after their defeat in a huge battle with the Olympian Gods,
known as Titanomachy.

The Olympian gods were the main deities in Ancient Greece. After
overthrowing their ancestors, theTitans, the Olympian gods became the rul-
ers of the Cosmos representing the civilization of the world.The Olympian
gods were majestically and democratically dwelling on Mount Olympus, the
highest mountain in Greece, built by the Cyclopes. The leader of the Olym-
pian gods was Zeus.

The gods were born and grew just like human beings, some of
them even married, however they were unaging and death never came to
them. They lived inside human-like bodies with an ethereal fluid called ichor
running in the veins. They had passions and human weaknesses and were
many times at fault, but were then obliged to take the full responsibility of
their actions.

Greek myths always refer to the twelve Gods of Mount Olympus,
but in total there were more Olympian Gods in Greek Mythology.
However, there were never more than twelve at one time. The four alterna-
tive gods were Hestia, Hades, Dionysus and Demeter, depending on the
location.

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Passages in the works of
Homer and Hesiod indicated that the
Greeks had used lunar months. Hesiod,
in his Works and Days, had also shown
that he often used the constellations to
plan when to plant and harvest crops.

The lunar and solar systems
were used in the Greek calendar. Like
all lunar calendar, the time difference
will make the calendar fall out of phase
with the solar calendar and the seasons
each year, so it was normal to add an
extra month to a lunar year to make
them realign to the solar calendar; the
extra month is known as intercalated
month. Sometimes, extra days were
added, while at other time they were
omitted. This can make the calendar dif-
ficult to determine each year.

It appeared that the name of each month was normally named
after its main festivals. You will find more detail about the festivals in the
next article, titled Greek Festivals. Below is the name of the months that
was used in Athens. The first month of the year was called Hecatombaion,
beginning in midsummer, which is around roughly in mid-July.

There were other calendars that were used in various part of Greece,
such as the Macedonian calendar. Hesiod, who was most likely a Boeotian,
had only named one month in the Works and Days - Lenacon, which was
around January-February. The name differed from the Athenian Gamelion.
So it clear that the Athenian was not uniformly accepted in other parts of
Greece. However, I had listed the Athenian months, because it was better
documented than the calendar months used by other Greek city-states.

THE FIVE AGES OF MAN (Hesiod)
The creation of mankind can be divided into five ages.

Cronus created the Golden Age. It was the happiest era for man-
kind, where people lived and died peacefully. There was no illness and no
disease. They never suffer from hardship of war or toil of the earth. Foods
were wild and plentiful. When they died they became spirits, becoming guard-
ian of mankind.

But when the new gods arrived, they began experimenting on the
creation of mankind, creating a new age. Each succeeding age would be
inferior from the last, from excellent to worse.
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The Silver Age was inferior to the Golden Age. It was time when

the gods destroy them, because they refused to honour them.

The third period was the Bronze Age, which was populated with
brazen men, who loved war for its own sake, until they destroyed them-
selves in continuous warfare. According to Apollodorus, Zeus tried to de-
stroy the men of the Bronze Age with the Deluge.

This was followed by the Heroic Age. A race of demigods, heroes
who would find themselves rewarded for their courage and heroic feats, at
their death, in the Isles of the Blessed (Elysium).

The last age was the Iron Age. This was the worse age, where
good will and decency would cease to exist. Men would suffer from great
oppression by the wicked rulers. The rulers would only satisfy their own
needs, because of their greed and thirst for power, until Zeus would destroy
this race.

According to Apollodorus, it was Prometheus who created man-
kind, not Cronus nor Zeus. According to one myth, Prometheus would make
each man and woman from clay and displayed what he had made to Zeus.
One beautiful youth that Prometheus had created, he wanted to hide, be-
cause he knew of Zeus’ fondness for boy.

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Greek alphabet

Greek has been written in the Greek alphabet since approximately the 9th
century BC. It was created by modifying the phonemic Phoenician alphabet, albeit
with the innovation of adopting certain letters to represent the vowels. In classical
Greek, as in classical Latin, only upper-case letters existed. The lower-case Greek
letters were developed much later by medieval scribes to permit a faster, more conve-
nient cursive writing style with the use of ink and quill. The variant of the alphabet in
use today is essentially the late Ionic variant, introduced for writing classicalAttic in
403 BC.

The modern Greek alphabet consists of 24 letters, each with a capital (ma-
juscule) and lowercase (minuscule) form. The letter sigma has an additional lower-
case form (ò) used in the final position:

Greek (ÅëëçíéêÜ), an Indo-European language spoken by about 14 million
people mainly in Greece and Cyprus, where it is an official language. Greek is also
recognised as a minority language in parts of Turkey, Italy and Albania.

Today the Greek alphabet is used only to write Greek, however at various
times in the past it has been used to write such languages as Lydian, Phrygian,
Thracian, Gaulish, Hebrew, Arabic, Old Ossetic, Albanian, Turkish, Aromanian,
Gagauz, Surguch and Urum.
